Concepcion de intereses
estratégicos

e Reforzar la disuasidon convencional en Asia:

This effort must begin with urgently needed investments
and changes to capabilities and force posture. (Redden,
2020:44)

e Construir una coalicién de equilibrio para controlar el
ascenso de China:

If China’s trajectory continues, building a balancing coalition
of states to sustain a favorable balance of power is the most
plausible mechanism to counter China’s rise (Redden,
2020:45)

e Restaurar las fuentes de fortaleza interna estadounidense a
largo plazo:

The United States should begin by taking steps to ensure the
long-term vibrancy of its economy (Redden, 2020:49)

e Establecer formas de cooperacién con China que al mismo
tiempo sirva a los intereses de Estados Unidos:

The United States should be prepared to cooperate with
China where doing so serves U.S. interests. (Redden,
2020:51)

Concepcion de guerra

Guerra econdmica, tecnolégica y cultural:




Chinese Dream set ambitious national objectives that,
according to some interpretations, aim to supplant the
United States economically, militarily, and culturally by 2049.
(Redden, 2020:40)

Concepcion del enemigo o
de las amenazas

China:

China today represents the “most consequential long-term
challenge we face as a nation. (Redden, 2020:40)

China amenaza la seguridad nacional de EE.UU:

Put simply, U.S. military deterrence in Asia, which numerous
allies trust for their own security, is eroding, and the risk of
conflict is rising as a result. (Redden, 2020:42)

China estd erosionando las ventajas de EE.UU, y el caricter
de la guerra esta cambiando:

It is eroding U.S. advantages one by one, often by stealing
technology that required billions of dollars and years to
develop. Put simply, the character of warfare is changing,
and China has done more to prepare for it. Promoting U.S.
Prosp. (Redden, 2020:42)

China ha socavado la influencia econémica de EE.UU:

The goals of “Made in China 2025” make clear China’s intent
to dominate key technology areas it believes are essential to
future growth, a goal that implies displacing U.S. leadership
in many cases. (Redden, 2020:43)

Metodologia para
enfrentar las amenazas.

Estados Unidos debe reforzar la disuasién en Asia para
mitigar las vulnerabilidades, construir una coalicién de
equilibrio para frenar el ascenso de China y reforzar las
fortalezas internas de Estados Unidos para extender la
influencia estadounidense:

The United States must reinforce deterrence in Asia to
mitigate vulnerabilities today, build a balancing coalition to
check China’s rise, and bolster U.S. domestic strengths to
extend American influence and sustain the international
order until China either moderates its ambitions or suffers
setbacks. (Redden, 2020:43)

EE.UU debe actuar como si sus alianzas y relaciones con sus
socios fueran importantes, ademds, deberia consultar a los
socios antes de tomar decisiones importantes de politica
exterior:

The United States must simply act in word and deed as if its
alliance and partner relationships matter.... It should
consult with partners before making significant foreign




policy decisions (Redden, 2020:45)

Demostrar un compromiso renovado con las instituciones
internacionales:

The United States must begin by demonstrating a renewed
commitment to international institutions. (Redden, 2020:46)

Establecer condiciones para relaciones econdmicas mas
reciprocas y la construccién de herramientas para desafiar
la politica econdmica china:

Setting conditions for more reciprocal economic relations
and building tools to challenge Chinese economic statecraft.
(Redden, 2020:47)

Lanzar una campafia de informacién coordinada que
busque exponer las diferencias entre las narrativas
propagadas por China y su conducta real:

The United States should launch a coordinated information
campaign that seeks to expose the differences between
China’s propagated narratives and its actual conduct.
(Redden, 2020:48)

Mejorar su relacién con Rusia para poder concentrarse en
la situacion del Indo-Pacifico:

We should seek to dial down animosity in this relationship
to allow us to focus on the Indo-Pacific region. (Redden,
2020:50)
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
